Here are a few tips for a better recycling process:

● Plastics #1, #2, #3, #4, #5 and #7 are the only plastics collected at the Center.  Please look for the chasing arrows symbol on the products you wish to recycle.  Inside the arrows will be a number 1 through 7.  The Center does not accept plastics such as Styrofoam cups (#6), packaging and plastic bags.  
● Recycling material to be dropped off should be CLEAN, PLEASE rinse your milk jugs, orange juice bottles, peanut butter jars, detergent bottles, vegetable cans and any other container you wish to recycle at the Center.  Not only is it extremely smelly when all of the items are collected in a bin, but it attracts rodents and insects, which cause problems for the staff at the center.

● Plastic grocery and shopping bags are no longer accepted at the Stella Roberts Recycling Center.  Again, if there isn’t a chasing arrow symbol on the bags, it isn’t recyclable.  Wal-Mart, Kroger, and HEB will accept your plastic bags.  Please don’t bring plastic wrap (such as the wrap around a case of bottled water) to the Recycling Center, either.

● Hazardous materials such as used motor oil, paint, batteries and pesticides are only accepted on Wednesday, Thursday and Friday from NOON to 5:00PM and on Saturaday from 9:00AM to 1:00PM.  Because some of these materials need special handling, the staff at the Center requests that hazardous materials be brought only on these designated days.
●DO NOT DROP OFF MATERIALS WHEN THE CENTER IS CLOSED● Leaving items at the Center when it is closed is considered illegal dumping.  Violators may be fined no less than $500 and no more than $2,000.  When citizens leave items at the gate after hours, they usually become litter that some one else has to pick up.  Please observe the Center’s hours of operation.
